The basketball season was
behind us, and we were faced with decisions, decisions, de-
cisions. Which colleges would we attend? What jobs would be
accept? Where would we live, and what were our future plans?
With many of these questions unanswered, graduation was
upon us and our emotions were understandably a mixed bag of
confusion, excitement, fear, and joy. We'd been a group since
1988-1989 and suddenly we were going our separate ways!
What could be said? How could we part? The message we
conveyed to one another was this:

"God be with you 'til we meet again.”
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
